SSFOA is an all volunteer 501(c) (3) tax 
exempt nonprofit public charity organization 
founded for the purpose of establishing a 
service Flag and Banner to honor our wounded 
military. SSFOA recognizes, assists and 
serves as advocates for wounded service 
members and Veterans. 
 
The Silver Star Families of America define 
wounded as: Any Armed Forces personnel 
either currently serving honorably or those who 
have served honorably from any war, who 
having served in a war zone has been 
wounded by enemy action or who have been 
injured or contracted a serious illness that 
could be rated at least 10% disabled by the 
Department of Veterans Affairs. All wounds, 
injuries or illness must have originated in a war 
zone. Purple Heart recipients, victims of 
friendly fire, kids injured in a war zone, those 
who suffer from PTSD, Agent Orange effects 
and Gulf War syndrome. 
 
Those injured outside of a warzone qualify for 
a ñRemembrance of Serviceò Thank You 
Certificate, and may add their name to the 
Remembrance Alumni page.

SSFOA is seeking Department of Defense 
recognition that will designate the SS Flag as 
the Official Service Flag for the wounded. 
Several States have signed in support of May 
1st as SILVER STAR DAY making it a National 
day of observance to honor our wounded. 
SSFOA hopes to involve each state with 
SSFOA State Representatives to ensure its 
future. Please join us. Together we can make 
SSFOA a solid and caring organization that will 
always be here to assist, recognize, and honor 
our Wounded Heroes.
